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Vintage note
Winter has once again been harsh with bitter 
colds around December, 20th. In January, the 
temperatures were far under the seasonal 
averages. Over all, the �rst four months of 2010 
have been the coldest since 30 years , which 
allowed to eliminate a lot of parasites. It also 
allowed a better heaving of the soils and circu-
lation of roots. 
Spring began with a particularly dry and hot 
weather in April, which helped the vines to 
grow rapidly. Then, May was rather rainy, 
which developed lots of diseases.
Low temperatures slowed the growth down. 
June started with alternations of rain and sun. 
The 6th of June, the rain was particularly 
impressive and removed a lot of ground : 100 
mm in 45 minutes at Château des Maladrets, 
50 mm at Château de la Terrière ; the moats 
over�owed! 

The earliest vines bloomed around June 
8th-10th, which let us believe that we will 
harvest around September 10th (the average 
date for the last 25 years). Since June 20th, the 
anticyclone has settled and we enjoy very 
sunny –or even blistering days. 

Editorial
Sin of greed and humble souls…

Vintage 2009, very fruity with concentrated and mellow tannins, must represent a new impulse for Beaujolais wines. Enthusiastic critics 
pay tribute to this vintage, and everybody already wants it. But we must taste it slowly, enjoy wines of simple pleasure and wait for the 
nobler ones.
This is a great vintage and in Terroirs & Talents we think that more than any other vintage, the care it received during the maturing 
process ensures that it will be served in the �nest restaurants. Our greatest cuvees are made in wooden tuns or in barrels. They will then 
age several months in bottles and in magnums before you can taste them.
Let’s enjoy the fruity vintages 2007 and 2008 and admit that 2008 white wines are fabulous. The winemakers from Beaujolais often 
commit the sin of greed. They have humble souls and often want to consume quickly at low cost… sometimes wrongly!

There is a large quantity of wine grapes and a lot of grapes are milleranded due to the low temperatures of the �ower that will give very 
little juice. Latest news: violent storms a�ected the region on July 10th and 12th and caused serious hail damage in Quincié, Régnié, 
Saint Amour, Saint Véran and Fuissé.
