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Vintage note

Editorial
2011, already a unique vintage…

The beginning of 2011 is unique in history of french vineyards. The driest spring for more than a century provoked a very early 
budding of the vine between three weeks and a month earlier than usually. The �owering took place between May 10 and 25th in 
ideal conditions. The grapes are superb.
The last very dry spring, 1976, leaves us excellent memories and those who have kept some bottles are not disappointed.
Should 2011 be so successful!

After the beginning of a well watered winter, 
with some plentiful snows in December, 2011 
begins with a dry �rst quarter. March, for 
example, had rainfall superior to the average of 
the last forty years. 
Drought increased in April and May to reach 
record levels. With 155mmin �ve months, it’s 
the driest year since the beginning of meteo 
recordings. Fortunately, some rains has fallen 
during the �rst days of June. Temperatures of 
end April and May are close to mid-summer 
temperatures.
The �rst leaves came out three to four weeks 
early, letting us fear the worst in case of late 
frost. Fortunately, we escaped this disaster and 
the vines are magni�cent with beautiful grapes 
in su�cient quantity. The blooming spread out 
from May 10 to 25th according to the zones 
with little di�erence between early and late 
zones, and even between the whites and the 
reds. Thanks to the lack of rain, the vinex look 
perfectly healthy. 

We estimate the beginning of the harvests 
between August 15 and 20th, that’s to say the 
earlier year since 2003.

Vintage 2011 should again be low-yielding.
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
